Music Department Needs Your Help

This is not the same recruiting theme for Chancel Choir and Celebration Ringers that usually is heard, although the invitation always stands. Actually, we are in need of volunteers and sponsors. On March 31, 2008 a crew of technicians from Peebles Herzog Organ Company will be in our sanctuary to begin the cleaning of our pipe organ. This will involve removing and washing the pipes, and cleaning the wind chests and organ chamber. The total cost of this project is a little over $30,000. We can reduce the cost by around $7,000 by volunteering our time and labor to help in “bucket brigade” fashion to remove and return the pipes. The technicians will do all heavy lifting and technical work. We will need four to six volunteers on March 31 from 1:00 – 4:00 p.m. On April 1-2-3 we will need the same number of volunteers from 9:30 a.m. – 4:00 p.m., and on April 4 we will need volunteers from 9:30 a.m. - 3:00 p.m. We will also need volunteers for the week of April 7 with times to be announced later. A sign-up sheet will be posted on the Music bulletin board in the hallway outside of the assembly room and we hope to have many volunteers in order to keep the workload as light as possible.

We are also in need of sponsors for the Christmas Concert of 2008. The approximate cost for contracting orchestra musicians is $2,500. If you would like to sponsor all or part of the Christmas Concert, please contact Dr. Kennedy or Ray Landis.
