The average Cajun can eat about 8 pounds of crawfish per meal. If you are a reluctant or inexperienced crawfish eater, then you will probably eat between 1-2 pounds. Volunteers Still Needed for “Bucket Brigade”
On Monday, March 31 a crew of technicians from Peebles Herzog Organ Company will be in our sanctuary to begin cleaning our pipe organ. This will involve removing and washing the pipes, and cleaning the wind chests and organ chamber. The total cost of this project is a little over $30,000. We can reduce the cost by around $7,000 by volunteering our time and labor to help in “bucket brigade” fashion to remove and return the pipes. The technicians will do all heavy lifting and technical work. We will need four to six volunteers on March 31 from 1:00–4:00 PM. On April 1-2-3 we will need the same number of volunteers from 9:30 AM – 4:00 PM, and on April 4 we will need volunteers from 9:30 AM - 3:00 PM.
