Gloria in D Major
by Antonio Vivaldi

Antonio Lucio Vivaldi was born March 4, 1678 and died July 28, 1741.  Nicknamed il Prete Rosso (The Red Priest) because of his red hair, Vivaldi was indeed a Roman Catholic Priest, composer and virtuoso violinist.
Much of his music was composed for the female ensemble of the Ospedale della Pieta, a home for abandoned children where Vivaldi was employed for much of his life.  The Gloria in D Major was one of three settings written by Vivaldi during this time.  The first setting has become lost and the third setting is rarely heard.  The Gloria in D Major is a much performed work and is found in almost every choral group’s repertoire.
