In our NT Epistle lesson from II Timothy 4, St. Paul compares the faith to a good fight and a long race: “I have fought the good fight, I have finished the race.” Looking back on his life as a Christian, he says, “I have kept the faith.” Thus the II Timothy reading shows us the Christian life at its earthly conclusion. The gospel lesson, from St. Luke 18, is the story of two men praying: one filled with self-righteousness thanks God for being such a perfect example of humanity (he’s wrong, of course) and the other cries, “God be merciful to me, a sinner.” Thus the gospel lesson shows us the Christian life at its beginning in mercy and grace. From beginning to ending, faith is about fighting and running. Let the good times roll!
