“Extra Eyes” Program at FBC



Leaders for Equality and Action in Dayton (LEAD) and the Dayton Police Department are working together for a safer community. Representatives of LEAD will become Extra Eyes Coordinators for the city. There will be an Extra Eyes Coordinator for each congregation. Members and friends of each congregation will be able to anonymously report suspected criminal or suspicious activity by filling out an Extra Eyes Form and giving it to the LEAD Extra Eyes Coordinator at their congregation. These forms will be forwarded to the Extra Eyes Coordinator for the Dayton Police Department. This information will be reviewed and passed on to the appropriate police district for follow-up. The Dayton Police Department will provide monthly reports to LEAD on actions taken by the city. These will be distributed to the LEAD congregations.


At First Baptist Church, Extra Eyes Forms are available on the table outside the office. Use these forms to report non-emergency, suspicious and potentially illegal activity. Reports should be as detailed as possible before they are returned to the table or given to the First Baptist Extra Eyes Coordinator, Doug Schurr.
