One of my fondest memories in BYF was sitting in the back row of the sanctuary with the rest of my BYF cohorts as we passed notes to each other, made plans for the next weekend, caught up on who liked whom that particular week, took surveys on who was going on the upcoming retreat, as well as other “spiritual stuff” like that. All the while, we would endure the piercing glares of those adults who were sitting in front of us trying to participate in some sort of meditative worship.  Either that, or they were trying to sleep. I’m not sure which. In any case, everyone knew that we owned the back few rows. They were always vacant. Pity the fool who mistakenly sat too close to our domain. It was never a mistake that anyone made twice, especially if they didn’t want to be disturbed during the morning worship. You can say what you want about the appropriateness of this particular activity, but you could never debate the strong bonds that were formed, in part, as a result of this informal fellowship. Justice Victories for Dayton

Thank you! First Baptist attendees had a significant presence and a huge positive impact on the issues of literacy in Dayton Public Schools and improved housing in the City of Dayton. At LEAD’s October 16th multi-faith Action Assembly, Dayton Public Schools agreed to continue use of the DIBELS assessment system to measure phonics abilities of students in grades K-3 and to expand it to an additional five elementary schools. City Commissioners Lovelace, Williams, Whaley and Joseph agreed to pass a Point of Sale demonstration program by July 1, 2007. This ordinance will make sellers responsible for code improvements in their houses before they can be sold, improving housing stock in Dayton and reducing neighborhood crime.
