From the Church Moderator

The positive momentum for First Baptist is being felt in many areas as we approach this stewardship season for 2007. The increased attendance is directly related to the depth and challenge of our worship experience. Our recent joint service with Cross Creek Community and College Hill Presbyterian, with Dr. Cone delivering the message, is an indication of bridges that can be built and crossed as we grow into becoming more inclusive and understanding of various viewpoints. A significant part of that momentum is the opportunities that we will have as we focus on the financial planning and budget for 2007. The Executive Council, in an effort for FBC to sustain this positive momentum and to utilize Endowment Funds most effectively, has instituted a five year plan to eliminate additional loans from that fund to balance the budget. This will “cap” loan amounts to $25,000 for 2007 with the amount decreasing by $5,000 each year through the year 2011. This action will be instrumental in the long term viability of FBC and the stewardship of the monies donated to the Endowment Fund.

As we approach the decisions for our own stewardship for 2007, the opportunities for sharing will be evident from the diligent efforts of the stewardship committee and our pastoral staff. Our growth and momentum as a Christ-centered church is directly related to our pledges and sharing of our energy, our money and our time. Thanks to everyone for your direct efforts and love that you show in so many significant ways. Your continued support, dedication and commitment are the fiber of the church and make us a growing presence in our community and around the world. Thank you.
